	I.	Welcome / Updates from Last Meeting




· Earl LaBonte will discuss VolksMarch and provide some details about this program. Mr. LaBonte provided information about the American Volkssport Association and based on the information he provided it looks like it is something we need to investigate further as a group. 

· Review Master Plan for trails to develop goals for 2016. The goals for 2016 will be connecting to other parks in town.  Securing the rail spur to Howard Street for an alternate trail adjacent to the trail in the “Jungle”.  Attempt to obtain a grant for additional playground equipment.  The spur off Hazel Run to Madison Avenue will be called Fairmont Park Trail and Don Ford will contact Ben Jackson about the sign.  There is still a need to connect Lover’s Walk to the Hazel Run area. The quote for the signs in the National Forest has been received and now we need to verify with the Forest Service that we can use their posts to mount the signs.  

· Determine what type of playground equipment we need to complete Linden Park. Playground equipment catalogs were reviewed and the group decided that it would be best to use a Play System that incorporates several activities in one connected piece of equipment.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Review status of segments 2 and 3 of the Smith Creek Corridor Trail. The plans for Segment 3 have been finalized and the information needs to be provided to complete the specifications so the plans can be put out for bids by the end of February.  The plans for segment 2 are being reviewed by VDOT to determine if there has to be a Design Exception form submitted and the final paperwork is being submitted to DHR. 
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
