	I.	Welcome / Updates from Last Meeting




· Discuss progress on donation requests for Booker T. Washington Park. Don Ford had spoken with Jerry Johnson about transporting mulch for playground equipment and Mr. Johnson agreed to donate his services.  Mr. Johnson also suggested contacting Bennett Lumber about either donating or supplying mulch at a reduced cost.  Ms. Turner wanted to know what the plans are for Booker T. Washington Park and Don Ford said that he would provide her with a proposed plan for the improvements.  Ms. Turner said that she has asked people what improvements they would like to see in Booker T.
